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1. Introduction
1.1. This statement explains the privacy and the Data Protection practices

which apply to this website, as provided by Peaceworks Limited, in
accordance with the General Data Protection Regulations.

5. Use of Cookies
5.1. This site uses cookies to enable core functionality such as security,

5.2. We also use Google Analytics cookies to help us to improve our
website by collecting and reporting information on how the website is
used. The cookies collect information in a way that does not directly
identify anyone.
